In 1960 he made his name on the international scene with his monumental
picture The Three Elements: Love, Fire, and Water, put up at the UN Palais des
Nations in Geneva.

Alfred Lenica (1899-1977) was one of the principal artists of the
Polish 20th-century avant-garde, a co-founder of the Poznari group
4F+R (initials of the Polish words for Form, Paint, Texture, Fantasy +
Realism), an exhibitor at the First Modern Art Exhibition in Krakéw,
and a member of the Grupa Krakowska artists. His painting is
characterised by a luminous spectrum of colours, subtle glazes, and
an extraordinary abundance of forms and flexible lines. Lenica earned
renown as the painter of the first Polish Tachiste picture and the
monumental painting The Three Elements: Love, Fire, and Water, put
up at the UN Palais des Nations in Geneva.
